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Althorpes Lighthouse – On Althorpe Island, first lit 14, February 1879.
Ardrossan Jetty Light– first lit September 10, 1883.

Cape Banks Lighthouse – First lit January 1, 1883.
Cape Bauer Light-

Cape de Couedic Lighthouse – Kangaroo Island, first lit in 1909. 

Cape Donnington Lighthouse- Near Port Lincoln first lit 1905.

Cape Jaffa Lighthouse - Margaret Brock reef, off Cape Jaffa, first lit Jan 15, 1872.  Decommissioned in 1972 and relocated to end of Kingston SE jetty as a relic.

Cape Jervis Lighthouse – At Cape Jervis, first lit August 10, 1871.
Cape Martin Light – moved from Penguin Island to Cape Martin in 1959.

Corny Point Light – first lit March 1, 1882.

Edithburgh Jetty Light– On Edithburgh Jetty, first lit October 3, 1879.

Flinders Light– At Cape Borda, Kangaroo Island first lit on July 13, 1858.
Four Hummocks Island Light-  On Whidbey Island.
Glenelg Jetty Light – On the end of Glenelg jetty,  first lit in 1859.

Kingston Jetty Light– first lit July 16, 1880.

M’Donnell Lighthouse- At Cape Northumberland, near Port MacDonnell, first lit on 1 January 1859.  Replaced in 1881 by a new tower 350 metres away still in operation, but now automatic and unmanned and known as Cape Northumberland lighthouse.
Marino Rocks Light- On Marino Rocks, to replace Wonga Shoal lighthouse.
Marsden Point Light-

Middle Bank Light – At Middle Bank Shoal, Spencer Gulf.

Milang Jetty Light – On Milang Jetty, First lit on February 1, 1878, ceased Sept 1931.
Moonta Jetty Light – On Moonta Jetty, first lit January 1882.

Mundoo Island Light –  Ceased Sept 1931.

South Neptune Island Lighthouse – On South Neptune Island, first lit November 1, 1901, tower relocated from Port Entrance light.
North Neptune Island Light-

Penguin Lighthouse – on Penguin Island, near Beachport, first lit on October 1, 1878, moved to Cape Martin 1959.

Plank Shoal Light-

Point Lowly Lighthouse – First lit February 1, 1883.
Point Malcolm Lighthouse –  At Point Malcolm, Lake Alexandrina.  First lit on February 1, 1878, ceased Sept 1931, a solar light was reinstated in a new location.
Point Pomanda Light – Ceased Sept 1931.

Point Sturt Light – Ceased Sept 1931, a solar light was reinstated in a new location.

Port Adelaide Entrance Light – First lit January 1, 1869.  After being dismantled in 1901 and relocated to South Neptune Island, a lighted buoy was placed at entrance of river on 1, July 1901; and later by a light on the base of the old lighthouse in May 1904.
Port Creek Beacons – first lit July 15, 1879.

Port Lincoln Jetty Light- At Port Lincoln Jetty first lit on March 2, 1904.

Port Pirie Channel Beacons – first lit July 23, 1883.

Port Victor Navigation Light – Port Victor breakwater, Victor Harbor.
Port Victoria Jetty Light – On Port Victoria Jetty, first lit October 1, 1882.

Port Wakefield Light- first lit January 1, 1872.

Price Island Lighthouse- On Price Island, built in 1914, extinguished in WW2 and never relit.

Rivoli Bay Jetty Light – On Rivoli Bay Jetty, first lit September 1, 1881.

Robe Jetty Light– first lit July 1, 1895.

Robe Light- first lit in 1973, to replace the Cape Jaffa Lighthouse.
Semaphore Jetty Light – On the end of the Semaphore Jetty, first lit in1860.

Troubridge Lighthouse- On Troubridge Shoal- the Second lighthouse in SA, first lit February 1, 1856, sold to SA Govt. in 1982 as a conservation park.

Wonga Shoal Lighthouse- At Wonga Shoal, near Semaphore, first lit 1, July 1901 with lantern from Port Entrance light, sunk in 1912 after being struck by the ship Dinsdale. Lighthouse was replaced by a wooden and then metal structure (1923) on the base of the first one until the 1960s, when it was placed on Semaphore beach.  Now dismantled, the original wrecked light was placed in a hole in the sea floor.
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
