What will the schedule of my day I00K like?

o TAhen you make your booking you will be asked which program
you waht to book.

e The bookings secretary will then schedule your day for you.

e Your day will be divided into half hour activities with ten
minutes moving time between activities. Your schedule will be
plahnhed to coordihate with other sChool bookings and the boat
Crew.

When is the museum open?
e The South Australian Maritime Museum is openh between 10.00
am and 5.00pm every day. It is closed on Christmas day.
e SChool Visits are generally planned between 10.00am anhd 2pm on
SChool days. Shorter or [onger programs Canh be negotiated.

Can ] bring extra adult helpers on the excursion?
e You Can bring supervising adults oh your excursioh for free
within the following student: adult ratio-
Pre-school- ratio 1:5
TReception to Year 2 — ratio 1:5
Year 3-7 - ratio 1:5
Year 8 -12 — ratio 1:10
e Jf you bring adults above the ratio they will be Charged at
the student rate

Can ] take my students on a Port Rjver Cruise?

e The SA Maritime Museum owns an historic police launch,
The Archie Badenoch which takes students on Port Rjver
cruises.

e These Cruises are run by volunteers ahd Cah be included
ih your excursion schedule.

e The Archie Badenoch is surveyed tO Carry 2¢ passengers.

e TPlease hote that this means 2¢ passengers altogether
(students and adults)




What if my Class is bigger than 2¢?
o TAe cater for larger groups by using a rotating schedule.
e Your Class will be divided into groups and we will organise the
schedule for this.

What do ] heed to khow about safety onboard the Archie Badenoch?
e The Archie Badenoch is ah enclosed vessel.
o Al students must wear PFDs (life jackets).
e Your group Will heed to meet at the lighthouse teh minutes
prior to the scheduled cruise to collect PDFs and meet the
Crew.

How do we get to the museum?

The museum is loCated at 126 Lipsonh Street, Port Adelaide. Lipson
Street runs off St Vincent Street (see map in this booklet). The
lighthouse, Archie Badenoch and ROCKpoOO| are all in Close proximity
t0 the museum.

Most SChools Charter g bus Or use private trahsport for the
excursion. PubliC transport is also available with bus stops hearby anhd
the Port Adelaide railway station within 15 mihutes walking distance.

Where does our bus heed t0 park?

Buses need to unload passengers in Divett Street, at the Corher of
Lipson Street t0 allow students to disembark and embark the bus.
Buses can then find parking at either end of Divett Street.

Buses are unhable to stop ih Lipson Street.

What do ] need to know about the lighthouse?

o Climbing the lighthouse is a fantastiC way of Viewing the Port
TRiver and surrounding area.

e Gtudent groups must be accompanied by at least 2 adults when
Climbing the lighthouse.

e The lighthouse has 69 steps and is a reasonably steep Climb.

e TIf you book your Class for a lighthouse Climb, please make sure
you Cah provide adult superVision and other arrahgements are
made for students who are uhable to Climb.




1s there somewhere to store bags and luhches?
o Gtorage shelves are provided ih the ROCKpoo| room.
e (On arrival you will be given a key to the room fOr easy access
during the excursion.
o Please return the Key to the front counter at the museum
before departing.

Where Can my students eat [unch?
e To00d and drink are hot permitted in any area of the museum.
e Guggested areas for eating lunch include:-
-tables outside the museum, shaded artifiCial Srass area
adjacent the lighthouse and the steps of the market building near
the lighthouse.

What do my students need to bring on the excursion?
e Students will be walking between the museum ahd outside
venues so hats, water bottles and sunsCreen are important.
e Packed luhches Can be stored in the ROCKpoOl|.
e Students heed to wear Clothing ahd footwear suitable for
walking and Climbing.
e YOou will heed to provide Clip boards and pencils if required.

Will my class be given a guided tour?
e The museum does hot have tour guides.
e YOUu heed tO plah Yyour excursion to be self-guided unless
otherwise advised.

What is the cancellation policy?
e (Cancellations need to be made by ringing the Maritime Museum on
8207 6255 With at |east 2¢ hours hotice.
e The SA Maritime Museum reserves the right to charge a
Ccanhcellation fee where sChools Cancel a booking with inSufficient
hotiCe Or fail to attend a Confirmed booking.

1s there a hot weather poliCy?

e If the temperature foreCast onh |0Cal hews Or the Bureau of
Meteorology website http://Www.bom.gov.au the day before the
excursion is for 38°C or above :-

-All Port Rjver Cruises will be cancelled
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-All lighthouse Visits will be cancelled
-Gchool groups may still visit the museum and alterhative programs
will be provided.

Can ] change my schedule?

e Your schedule will be set for you after considering the program
you have booked, other sChool groups and the Archie
Badenoch cruise times.

e (nce set, it is Very difficult to change your schedule and we ask
you tO hotify the museum as SOon as possible if you have anhy
questions or concerns with your schedule.

How do ] arrange payment for the excursion?
e You Canh either pay by Cash or Cheque on the day of your
exXCursion or ask £Or an invoice to be posted to your SChoo|
afterwards.

What about wheelchair access?
e The museum has disabled toilet facilities.
e Thereis a lift in the museum whiCh allows wheelChair access to
most sections of the museum.

Where are the toilets?
e Public toilet facilities are |oCated in the museum and
also adjacent the lighthouse.

Are there first aid facCilities available?
o TFirst aid Kits are kept in the museum, onboard the
Archie Badenoch and in the lighthouse. We
recommend that SChool groups bring their own first
aid Kits with them on the excursion.

What do ] need to do before the excursion?
= TRead the information faxed with your booking confirmation.
= Ensure that all students and adults have a thorough
understanding of the program, timetable and expectations
during the Vvisit.
= (rgahise your students into groups according to the
information on your scChedule.




= Ensure each group has adequate adult supervision and make
Copies Of the relevant information for each group.

= Plan your Visit to be self-guided.

= Plan to keep paper and pencil activities to a minimum. The Visit
will be very ‘hands on’. Students will be Climbing the lighthouse,
exploring the repliCa ketCh etC.

» Pack your camera ahd take |ots of photos to help remember
your Visit ahd tO use with follow-up learnhing experiences bacCk at
school.

What will happeh wheh we arrive?

e You will be greeted by a museum offiCer at the front
counter of the museum.

o TPlease be ready with the total humber of students and
adults in your sChool group.

e The museum offiCer will ask you how you wish to pay for
the excursion (pay on the day or invoice)

e The museum officer will direct you to the ROCKkpooO| to
store bags etC. ahd give you a Key to this room.

e You canh then organise students into their groups and
begin following your sChedule for the day.

e Jtisimportant to follow your schedule and stiCk to the
timetable as other groups will be booked into activities
before and after your group.

e (Groups Cruising on the Archie Badenhoch nheed to report
t0 the lighthouse ten minhutes prior to their sCheduled
Cruise time.

How Can ] extend the learhing beyond the excursion?
Comparing Old and New Knhowledge:-

= JASK each Sroup tO report Oh ohe aCtivity they completed.

= Encourage the groups to comment on their findings and discuss
anhy questions.

= Discuss how the information students found during their Visit
differs from their expecCtations before the Visit and focus onh how
their understandings have Changed.

TReflecting on and using hew Khowledge:-
= Gtudents report their answers and findings related to questions

anhd issues formulated during pre-visit discussions and activities.




Complete any post-Visit activities devised by the museum or
teacher.

Plan further research and activities to address any issues that
arise during post-Visit discussions and use these findings to
write information reports Or expositions.

Collate the learning gathered at the museum into a Class
booklet, photo board or computer data base.

Demonstrate hew learhing by making models, posters, diorama,
displays etC.

What do my students heed t0 know before Visiting the museum?

It is important that students have a Clear understanding of
safety and behaviour rules before you Visit the museum.
Please negotiate rules and consequences with your students
prior tO the excursion.
Before your Visit disCuss with students :-
-What is a museum?
-What is a maritime museum?
-What would they expect to find in the Maritime museum?
Familiarise students with:-
-Museum layout.
-Features of the Maritime PrecincCt relevant to the
excursion Vvisit.
-Purpose of the Visit.
-Program and activities for the Visit.
Discuss guidelines for appropriate behaviour with students and
ensure that all students agree to follow these guidelines.
-safety rules must be adhered o all times. Students will have

|0ts Of ‘hands-on’ experiences at the museum. It is important that
they engage in these activities in a Safe mannher and with
consideration for others. (eg: we want Students to ‘explore’ the
ketCh but jumping, running etc. is hot Safe)

-students must stay with their groups and follow the
instructions of supervisory adults ahd museum Staff.
-Everything in the museum is there because it is precious, old or
important ahd heeds to be treated that way.

-The museum will be open to the publiC during your Visit and the
rights Of other Visitors heed to be considered.



What is the role of the Education Mahager at the museum?

The Education Manager is employed by DECS through
Outreach Education.

The Education Manager is responsible for developing education
programs through the SA Maritime Museum.

The Education Manhager will only be available to work with your
Class if You have a specCifiC booking.

The Education Manager is happy to help You plah Your museum
excursion and subsequent learning experiences by phone or
email.

What is the role of museum officers and Volunteers at the museum?

The museum has officers on duty at the [ighthouse and in the
Bondstore.

The museum Officers are not tour guides- their role is to run
the front counter, Shop anhd to provide information.

We are able to offer Port Rjver Ccruises onboard the Archie
Badenoch thanks to a dedicated group Of volunteer skippers
ahd Crew.

Volunteers may be involved in other education programs from
time to time.
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
