All applications need to demonstrate

e Audience reach and value of the project to identified audiences, including any confirmed
project partners or communities where relevant

e Ongoing outcomes for South Australian history that reflect the contribution of the project to
the telling of South Australia’s rich and diverse history, advancing historical knowledge and/or
raising the profile of history in the community

e A clear project plan, budget, viability and capacity to deliver desired outcomes
e Use of appropriate historical methods, techniques, skills and services
